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Isotherms and Fronts
On the map below, temperatures are indicated with numbers representing degrees Fahrenheit.  The x's indicate the exact location of the reading. Draw in isotherms using an interval of every 5º.

When you are finished with the isotherms, draw a differently colored line to show the approximate location where cold and warm air meet.

On the diagram below, indicate where there are cold fronts, warm fronts and/or stationary fronts. (There are no occluded fronts.)
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Hint: Use the wind direction arrows to tell which way the line is moving.

     A warm front has warm air behind it.

     A cold front has cold air behind it.
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
